T20 Series of Blind Cricket Matches

As the tournament took off, India won the toss and opted to bat in the first T20 match. Prakash Jayaramiah
and D Venkateshwara Rao played a brilliant knock and they helped India to score 278 runs for the loss of 3
wickets in 20 Overs. Prakash Jayaramiah scored 129 runs of 62 balls with 26 boundaries. D Venkateshwara
Rao scored 101 of 42 Balls with 18 boundaries and 2 sixes. Indian bowlers restricted Bangladesh players for
154 runs in 20 overs and the bowlers picked 5 wickets while defending the massive total of 278. Prakash
Jayaramiah was declared the Man of the Match for his outstanding batting and keeping.
