There were only 7 teams participated in the first edition of the
Nationals women tournament. Over the last 3 years the state boards have taken up various initiatives in
promoting women cricket. A total of 14 teams participated in the second edition in the women's National T20
Cricket Tournament for the Blind 2022. Samarthanam Trust for the Disabled and Cricket Association for the
Blind in India is providing support and guidance to the other states to form the women cricket teams in their
respective states.

A total of 6 matches were held on a day
and all the 18 league matches were played on the first 3 days of the tournament. The Semi Finals were played
on March 04,2022 and 4 teams competed to reach the finals. The Finals was held on March 05, 2022 at Altirior
Sports Ground Huskur Road Bengaluru. The final was watched by all participating teams and the players were
cheered by many guests and the supporters of Cricket for the Blind.
